The meeting was called to order by President, Bob Grussendorf at 8:30 a.m.

On motion by McQuinn, seconded by Lienke the minutes of the May 10, 2008 meeting were approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  As of May 31, 2008, there was $6,022.35 in the treasury.  Deposits for the month of May totaled $650 and expenses were $3,485.85.  The treasurer’s report was set aside subject to audit.

Tim Collette, DNR Regional Conservation Officer introduced himself, discussed his concerns about enforcement problems, especially relating to minors with alcohol and answered questions.

Discussion was held regarding the boat donated by Nisswa Marine for use by enforcement officers and the role of the Board in subsidizing government entities.  No action was taken.
Sale of GALA Domain
Rob Johnson presented information indicating that there is a possibility of selling the GALA domain name for more than the $600 currently being offered.  

Motion by Meyer, seconded by Eliason that Charles McQuinn attempt to sell 

            GALA via the internet and be given authority to accept a reasonable offer.

Gull Lake Yacht Club
Cheryl Cote, Gull Lake Yacht Commodore, presented information on the Yacht Club’s plans to build a new club house and expand its membership.  She indicated the Club’s interest in extending the relationship and cooperation between the two organizations.  Discussion was held on ways the two organizations could work together. The membership fee for GCOLA Board members interested in joining the Yacht Club is being reduced from $250/year to $150/year.
