Marv Meyer gave a report on the water testing and boat inspection programs.

Doug Miller, Co-Chair of the Lake Margaret Conservation Association gave an update on efforts to improve the status of Lake Margaret so it can be removed from the impaired status.  The Wenck Report will be presented to the public on July 15 at Lake Shore City Hall.  He also reported on the spraying that has been done to control curly leaf pondweed.
Mary Kay Larson from the Corps of Engineers gave an update on the ROPE study and urged all to attend the public hearing that will take place in August.

Tim Brastrup, DNR Fisheries, they are still stocking walleye fry and are now at the set goal for walleyes.  A decision on stocking muskies in Gull Lake is in the hands of the DNR Commissioner.

Paula West, Mission Lakes Aquatic Vegetation Chair, gave a presentation on the spread of aquatic invasive species and their experience in dealing with Eurasian Milfoil and the fact that the state has no program or plans to deal with invasive species.
DNR and Crow Wing Counties law enforcement officials talked about the epidemic of minors drinking while boating or socializing on the lake and answered questions from members.
