A.W. Research Laboratories
Kristin Dupre and Sarah Fogderud presented a scaled down winter water testing proposal involving three to four sites.  Winter sampling presents a worst case scenario with samples taken at the deepest basin of the lake.

Aquatic Invasive Species Conference
Faust reported on the October Aquatic Invasive species conference held on October 26 in Duluth.  Of particular interest is new technology called Environmental Sentry Protection I-LIDS for boat landing monitoring.  It was decided that a winter meeting be set for February 21, 2009, at which time a representative of this company be asked to make a presentation.
Lake Association Knowledge Exchange
Halliwill attended the informal meeting of lake associations in the immediate area held on October 21.  There was much discussion regarding dock issues, loon nests and lake improvement districts.  The next meeting will be in April.  
Crow Wing Basin River Forage Council
Goff reported that Bob Toborg had been asked by the City of Lake Shore to attend a meeting of the Crow Wing Basin River Forage council which consists of people from Cass County Environmental Office, the USDA and farmers in the watershed.  They will be sponsoring a larger meeting in January with farmers and other interested parties in the watershed at which the lake association will make a presentation on its action plan for addressing water quality issues.  Toborg is on the steering committee.
DNR Boat Inspection Interns
Consideration will be given to again contracting with the DNR for boat inspections, possibly in conjunction with the sentry protection equipment.

Newsletter
Goff reported that the next newsletter is due out at the end of January and that any articles from board members would be appreciated.

Shoreland Restoration Grant
Goff reported that under the $5,000 grant, funding is available for one more shoreland restoration project and asked if board members new of any property owners interested in participating in this program.  She will also check with the DNR and Cass County Environmental office for potential participants.

Shoreland Rules Task Force
McQuinn reported that he has been appointed as a member of the DNR Shoreland Rules Task Force which is a regional advisory committee concerning new shoreland rules.  He reiterated that he will be speaking as a private land owner and not as an official  representative of GCOLA.
