Treasurer’s Report:  As of January 31, 2009, there was $25,387.03 in the treasury.  Deposits for the months of November thru January totaled $6,860 and expenses totaled $10,099.09.  The treasurer’s report was set aside subject to audit.

Dock Drop:    Kevin Thesing from Lakes Printing, which will be putting together the dock drop information bags, indicated he would like to solicit individual marketing pieces from local businesses to put in the bags.  The only cost to GCOLA would be the plastic bags.  He will need educational materials by the end of May with the bags to be ready for distribution by the end of June.
I-LID Sensor:  Eric Lindberg from Environmental Sentry Protection gave a presentation and answered questions on the operation of the Internet Landing Installed Device Sensor.

This sensor was developed as a preventative monitoring solution which senses and records videos of boats launching at public accesses.  The cost breakdown was as follows:     
                         Installation:     $2,000

                         Lease:              $5,000 first year, $3,000 next two years

 Motion by Johnson, seconded by Eliason that Environmental Sentry Protection be asked to put together a proposal that we can review by the March 1, 2009, with board approval by e-mail, with a dollar limit of up to $17,000.

AW Research:  Al Cibuzar reported that the winter testing was completed before the rain.  The testing found that there is a high amount of chlorides in the upper chain, especially Roy Lake.  He presented a draft report on the testing and will be at the April meeting with the final report.
Annual Meeting:  The 2009 annual meeting was tentatively set for July 16 at the Yacht Club.  Charles McQuinn will check out the availability of the Yacht Club.

DNR Boat Inspection Grant:  Goff reported that due to the application deadline she  submitted a grant request for a $5,000 matching grant for the DNR  Intern Boat Inspection Program without Board approval.  No objections were raised.
Buoys:  Taylor reported that he will pursue with Nisswa Marine their taking over the installation and removal of the buoy system in the near future.

DNR Report:  Tim Brastrup gave a report on the January fishing extravaganza and that 46% of the fish went back into the water alive.  The DNR is preparing a lake management plan for Gull Lake with the initial proposal to be out for review by the public in the next few weeks.

Corps of Engineers:  Mary Kaye Larson reported that the ROPE proposal is waiting for final approval from upper management and Congress.  Also, the lake levels are normal.

On motion by Samuelson, seconded by Goff, the meeting adjourned at 10:45 a.m.
