Boat Inspection Training:

Holden Electric Invoice:
Taylor reported that he is working with Holden Electric to see if they will reduce their $800 bill for the camera installation at the Corp of Engineers landing to $300, in lieu of an ad in the Lake Association newsletter.

Milfoil Search:
Discussion was held on the status of the annual milfoil search.  It was the consensus that the search be conducted as it has in the past but that Dan Swanson from the DNR be contacted to help set up a more formal search with training in the future.  Brastrup commented that the most important place to look for milfoil is at the boat landing ramps.

Nisswa Chamber Pavers
Goff reported that she had come across a Nisswa Chamber of Commerce program whereby local organizations can purchase a paver on which their names are engraved and placed near the Chamber Office on Main Street.  She suggested this might be another way to get the organization more exposure.
