The meeting was called to order at 8:30 a.m. by Co-President John Taylor.  On motion by John son, seconded by Samuelson the minutes of the August 15 meeting were approved as read.

Treasurer’s Report:  As of September 16, 2009, there was $41,197.35 in the treasury.  Deposits from August 15 to September 17 totaled $1,810.00 and expenses totaled $3,672.35.  The treasurer’s report was set aside subject to audit.

Dock Rules Update
Goff reported that the DNR is still working on the proposed dock rules and that the public hearings won’t take place until sometime after the first of next year.  The rules will be made available to the public as soon as the public hearing dates are set.

Custom Print Shirts
John Taylor will check out the price of ordering custom print GCOLA shirts for sale to  members.

Shoreland Restoration Projects
Goff reported that as a result of the $5,000 Initiative Foundation grant, two shoreland restoration projects on the Gull Lake Chain have been completed and two are currently under development and should be completed before winter.
I-LID Video Cameras
Taylor is still working on a resolution to the additional $800 charge for installation of the I-LIDS.

The video cameras will be removed for the season in several weeks.  The consensus of the Board was to continue use of the cameras in 2010.  Taylor suggested that the Board look into buying rather than leasing the cameras and will ask Eric Lindberg to attend the October meeting with cost estimates.  

Taylor will also contact Dan Swanson at the DNR concerning hot water washing of boats at public landings.

Stakeholder’s Meeting 

Toborg reported he has been appointed to a Stakeholder’s Committee to look at what can reasonably be accomplished to clean up Lake Margaret to get the lake removed from the impaired waters list.  They are working off the action plan proposed by the Wenck Consulting Firm.    In addition to representatives from Lake Margaret and the Gull Lake Chain, members include representatives from Cass County, the MPCA, DNR , City of Lake Shore and the watershed.

Water Testing 
Discussion was held on future water testing.  Brastrup will talk to the PCA to ask about the feasibility of chloride testing and the usefulness and importance of winter water testing.  Action on winter water testing was tabled until the next meeting.

Upper Gull Curly Leaf Pondweed
Goff reported that Jerry Swenson who is a member of the Lake Shore Environmental Committee has met with DNR staff to discuss the curly leaf pondweed problem on Upper Gull and will be trying to organize residents to address the problem.

Yacht Club
McQuinn reported that the Gull Lake Yacht Club had volunteers who checked and washed every boat participating in the July ILYA Class X Championship Youth Regatta before it was launched.  They found three boats with zebra mussels.
Private Boat Launch Inspections
Halliwill reported that the private boat launch inspection program is completed for the year and all locations have brochures and signs.  The next training is scheduled for the spring.
Safety and Recreation
Taylor reported that removal of the buoys will start next week and that he will need to replace around 20 buoys next year.

DNR Fisheries
Brastrup reported that the recent electro fish testing showed the walleye population to be the highest of all time and the fry stocking is working.  Perch numbers are going down as walleye population increases.  The DNR will soon be announcing that spiny water fleas have been discovered in MilleLacs Lake.  

On motion by McQuinn, seconded by Goff, the meeting adjourned at 10:00 a.m.
