Board of Director’s Meeting

Saturday, October 17, 2009

Present:  Steve Allex, Mark Engstrand, Rosemary Goff, Rob Johnson, Mary Kay Larson,  Marv Meyer, John Taylor and Bob Toborg.

The meeting was called to order by Marv Meyer at 8:30 a.m.  On motion by Toborg, seconded by Johnson, the minutes of the September 19 meeting were approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  As of October 17, 2009, there was $31,273.22 in the treasury.  Deposits from September 20 to October 17 totaled $600 and expenses totaled $10,448.59.  The report was set aside subject to audit.
Correspondence:  E-mail from Cass County indicating that Bass and Spider Lakes are data deficient lakes which are included in the Surface Water Assessment Grant the county will be submitting to the state.

Holden Electric Bill:  Taylor reported that he has negotiated an agreement with Holden Electric whereby the bill is reduced to $484 with the remaining $350 applied to ads in future newsletters.
Winter Water Testing:  Discussion was held on a proposal from A.W. Research to conduct additional winter water testing in 2010.  

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Toborg that winter water testing not be conducted in 2010.

                              Motion approved.

Goff suggested that recommendations for future testing efforts be presented at the November meeting.

I-LIDS:  Taylor reported that Eric Lindberg from Environmental Sentry Protection will be present at the November meeting to explain the I-LIDS leasing vs. purchase cost options.  After discussion on use of I-LIDS for five vs. six months per year, the consensus was that five months is sufficient.
Buoy Purchase:  Taylor presented a request to order 20 replacement buoys for next year at a cost of $3002.  By paying for them in 2009 we would save $450.  The price is going up 15% after January 1. 
Motion by Taylor, seconded by Allex that the purchase of 20 replacement buoys be approved.

Motion adopted.
Boat Study:  Goff presented the DNR North Central Minnesota Boat study.  Taylor will send the PDF to all board members.

Grants:  Discussion was held on grant opportunities.  Projects need to be in place in order to apply for many grants and we should try to be ready next year.  It was suggested that we try to find a grant writer to assist in this effort.

Audit:  Appointment of an Audit Committee was postponed until the November meeting.

ACCL:  Meyer reported that he had attended the final 2009 meeting of the Association of Cass County Lakes at which the new Cass County Director of Environmental Services, John Ringle, was introduced.  There was much discussion about invasive species and interest in the I-LID cameras.

Motion by Meyer, seconded by Toborg that the ACCL dues of $100 be paid.

Hot Water Boat Cleaning:  Taylor reported he has had discussions with the DNR about installing hot water boat cleaning systems.  Installation is easiest when there is a city sewer system and they are expensive.  The topic will be placed on the November agenda.
Corps of Engineers:  Mary Kay Larson presented the final ROPE study.  The new area hydrologist is Bryon Johnson.  There is no change in the lake levels.

The meeting adjourned at 9:45 a.m.
