On motion by Johnson, seconded by Toborg, the minutes of the November 21, 2009, meeting was approved as read.

Treasurer’s Report:  As of February 19, 2010 there is $23,430.46 in the treasury.  Deposits from November 21. 2009, to February 19, 2010, totaled $2,660 and expenses totaled $6,789.66.  The report was set aside subject to audit.

I-LIDS:  Eric Lundberg from Environmental Sentry Protection presented information on the cost of leasing vs. purchasing the system.  (See attached)  Master agreement would have a two year warranty on electronics and three years on the stainless steel housing.  Rob Johnson had basic questions which he said were addressed.
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Faust that GCOLA purchase the I-LID system for the three public landings on the Gull Chain of Lakes at a total cost of $20,706.



Motion unanimously adopted.
Tree Purchase:  Halliwill reported that he attended a Crow Wing Soil and Water Conservation District meeting on the environmental impact of planting trees.  Discussion was held on participation in the CWSWCD tree purchasing program which takes place in April and May.  After discussion it was decided that participation in the tree purchasing program be postponed until next year.  Publicity and planning will be worked on during the year.
Nisswa Lake Boat Access:  Faust reported that he attended the February 16 DNR open house which provided information on the proposed land acquisition and public water access on Nisswa Lake.  The timing of the project, which would include a small dock and concrete plank, is in one or two years.  A private group, Friends of Lake Nisswa, is attempting to raise $800,000 in funds to purchase land to put in a parking lot, dock, picnic shelter and swim beach.

Shoreland Restoration Seminar:  Goff presented information on shoreland restoration seminars available through the Minnesota Extension Office.  The cost would be $1,000 for a two day seminar.  Action on the proposal was postponed until information on alternatives is gathered.

Private Boat Launch Inspection Program
Halliwill reported that in the spring staff at Kavanaugh’s, Confidence Learning Center, Ernie’s and Gull Lake Resort will be trained by the DNR on boat inspections which will complete the project.

Membership Renewal Form:  Goff presented the new membership renewal form which will also be sent to nonmembers.  (see attached)

Safety and Recreation Report:  Taylor reported that Teen Challenge will be providing volunteers who will assist in cleaning and rehabing all of the buoys in the spring.  More buoy stickers will need to be ordered.
DNR Fisheries:  Tim Brastrup reported on four items:


1.  DNR will be doing assessment netting next summer;

2.  VHS has been found in Bayfield Lake.  Implications are that it’s a jumping off 

      point to other lakes.  There will be an impact on the bait industry.

3.  Ciscos are declining throughout the state, possibility the result of global                    

     Warming;
            4.  Muskies have been found in Round Lake.
