Annual Meeting:  Taylor reported that Tom Collette, DNR Enforcement, will be the featured speaker at the annual meeting to be held on July 8 at the Gull Lake Yacht Club.  

Shoreland Restoration Project:  Faust discussed the Wenk Report concerning ways to address the Lake Margaret impaired lake designation which emphasized shoreland restoration and the need for educating property owners on its benefit.  He would like to pursue grant money for a demonstration project visible to the public.   He will invite Heather Baird, the DNR shoreland restoration specialist to a future meeting.
GCOLA Placards:  Goff presented an old GALA placard that property owners had placed on their docks or mail boxes and asked if the board is interested in pursuing the creation of new ones.  She was given authority to seek cost figures.

Director’s and Officers Insurance:  An agent from the Brainerd Insurance Agency will be present at the June meeting to discuss directors’ and officers’ insurance.
Water Monitoring Workshop:   Goff reported that Bob Toborg and she attended a recent water monitoring workshop for volunteer water testers and that they would begin taking water samples on May 24 from Bass, Spider and Roy Lakes.  A total of five samples will be drawn and sent to RMB Environmental Lab through September.

Grant Writer:  Discussion was held on finding a person to help with grant writing.  McQueen will talk to an acquaintance with grant writing experience.

Buoys:  Taylor reported that he plans to have all buoys in within the next week.  With the volunteer help from Teen Challenge, labor costs for buoy placement have been cut dramatically.  He feels the Association may have an ongoing relationship with this organization in the future.
