Annual Meeting:  Tim Collette indicated that he and Jim Tischler, the DNR Invasive Species specialist, will focus on invasive species prevention and the new law requiring draining of all boats.

 It was agreed that it was not necessary to present a budget at the annual meeting.  A comparison of the current and last year’s expenditures will be presented to the membership. 

Taylor presented the idea of a dinner meeting at Grand View for the 2011 annual meeting.  Members at this year’s meeting will be polled to see if they like the idea.

Director’s Insurance:  Pat Smith from the Brainerd Insurance Agency presented a proposal for non-profit directors and officers liability insurance.

Membership List:  Johnson indicated he would like to go over the membership list in his efforts to seek new members.  The list will be given to board members.

By-Laws Revisions:   Goff presented the proposed revisions to the by-laws.  Changes were made to clarify that advisory members are not voting members and will be excluded in determining a quorum.

Motion by Samuelson, seconded by Eliason that the changes to the Association by-laws be adopted.

Gallaudet University Lake Monitoring Proposal
Toborg presented a proposal from Dr. Daniel Lundberg of Gallaudet University for a limonology study providing water chemistry and biology data on the Gull Chain of Lakes.  Matching funds of up to $7,000 were requested.  Discussion focused on duplication of current testing programs and the cost estimates in the proposal.

Motion by Eliason, seconded by Halliwill that the Association not provide funds for the proposed study.

Tim Brastrup:  A thank you gift was presented to Tim Brastrup on his retirement from the DNR.  

Motion by Taylor, seconded by Toborg that Tim Brastrup be made a Board advisory   member.

Safety and Recreation:  Taylor reported that he received many phone calls regarding lack of buoys in some areas.  Replacements were on back order and all buoys are now in place.  He also talked about the savings in the buoy budget with the use of Teen Challenge volunteers for installation.
Loon Count:  Eliason asked if the Association would be interested in conducting a loon count.  It was pointed out that the Corps of Engineers is already conducting a count.

Lake Vegetation Management Plan:  The following people volunteered to serve on a subcommittee to draft a lake vegetation management plan:  Brastrup, Eliason, Goff, Meyer.  A meeting will be set up with Wayne Mueller at the DNR.
