Annual meeting recap:  Members present totaled 109.  The distribution of trees was a big hit with more needed next year.  Use of the Yacht Club was favorable and there is interest in again holding the 2011 meeting at the Yacht Club.  There was no interest in holding an annual meeting dinner next year.  The Board may consider a January event.  Written comments from Rob Johnson will be reviewed at the August meeting.
Aquatic Vegetation Plan:  Tim Brastrup via e-mail asked that the Board determine if the goal is to determine the distribution and amount of vegetation of if this plus invasive species search and documentation.  The Board unanimously wants both vegetation and invasive species included in the plan.  Tim will start the process with the appropriate program.
GCOLA T-Shirt Sales:  Goff presented a sample t-shirt and coffee mug with GCOLA logos produced by Sunset Lake Imprint, a web based company, along with website and bulk ordering information.  The Board asked that information from local companies be solicited before a decision is made on pursuing this project.

Harvest Dinner:  Goff presented information on the Harvest Dinner to be held at the Nisswa Community Center on August 28.  The dinner is an event that brings lake associations and farmers in the watershed together to socialize and discuss issues affecting lakes.

Association of Cass County Lakes:  Marv Meyer represented GCOLA at the June meeting in Hackensack.  There were about 50 people in attendance with lake shore restoration the main topic.
Hot Water Wash:  Taylor suggested a new project the Board might consider is installation of hot water washes at the public landings.  The DNR is in favor, however the equipment is expensive.  The DNR will be invited to the September meeting to discuss the project.

Corps of Engineers:  Mary Kay Larson reported that the City of East Gull Lake is installing a weather siren on the Corps dam site.  The lake level is at 1194.

Reserves:  Discussion was held on the establishment of a reserve fund.  No action was taken.
