The meeting was called to order by John Taylor at 8:17 a.m.

The minutes of the May 20, 2011 meeting were approved as read.

Treasurer’s Report: As of June 10, 2011, there was $69,740.25 in the treasury.  Deposits from May 21 to June 10, 2011 totaled $2,225 and expenses totaled $8,486.85.  The treasurer’s report was set aside subject to audit.

Boat washing:  Taylor reported that 13 temporary boat washing employees were trained.  

Nine will be fulltime and seven parttime.  Boat washing is expected to start sometime next week.

Public Relations/Fundraising
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Stover that we allocate up to $2,500 to hire Jenny Holmes of Silver  Bullet Communications to assist with public relations efforts.

Discussion was held on how to raise money.  Taylor will contact the Initiative Foundation to get ideas.  McQuinn suggested a Fight Invasive Species Campaign consisting of an appeal letter followed by a phone bank.  The following board members will work with Jenny Holmes on a fundraising letter:  Johnson, McQuinn, Meyer.

Zebra Mussel Research Project:  McQuinn reported that he had met with the DNR and they would not approve testing the sound wave system in a Minnesota lake.  They might be able to test at a site in Wisconsin but it might be two years before it can be done.  They continue to look for a test site.
Discussion was held on how we get the Legislature and the Governor to realize the seriousness of the invasive species situation.  

Annual meeting:  Jim Tischler, DNR Invasive Species Enforcement, will be asked to speak at the annual meeting on July 7, 2011.

Fishing Has No Boundaries:  Goff requested funding for the annual Fishing Has No Boundaries event for people with mental and physical disabilities.

Motion by McQuinn, seconded by Samuelson that we donate $250 to Fishing Has No Boundaries and that this be the last year for a donation to this event.
                        Motion passed with Goff and Toborg abstaining.

Shoreline Restoration Tour:  Faust announced that the GullCOLA will sponsor a shoreline restoration tour on August 9 starting from the Lake Shore City Hall.  Heather Baird from the DNR will lead the tour.

ACCL Meeting:  Meyer reported that at the Association of Cass County Lakes there was a lot of discussion on the Gull Lake zebra mussel situation.  He also reported that there is a fair amount of funds available at the county level for shoreline restoration projects.  In addition, he has packets prepared by ACCL with AIS information to the distributed to all the resorts in the area.

On motion by Meyer, seconded by Halliwill the meeting was adjourned at 9:45 a.m.
